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Parents’ Bill of Rights
North Carolina Senate Bill 49 requires the implementation of the Parents’ Bill of Rights, and policies associated with the involvement of parents in the education of their children. Wayne Preparatory Academy recognizes and values the critical role of parents in our school and in the education of their children. WPA Board of Directors and Staff members work to develop programs which will promote and support parental involvement in student learning and achievement at school and at home and encourage successful progress toward graduation. Each parent is encouraged to learn about the educational program, the educational goals and objectives of the school, and his or her own child’s progress. WPA also encourages parents to participate in their children’s education and in activities designed by school personnel to involve them, such as parent conferences, to foster effective teacher and parent communication.
Notice of Parent Legal Rights
North Carolina General Statute §115C-76.25 provides a list of parental legal rights. While pre-existing WPA Board policy addresses many of these rights, future changes in Board policy to address these rights will be added to this notice.
1. The right to consent or withhold consent for participation in reproductive health and safety education programs, consistent with the requirements of N.C.G.S. § l 15C-81.30.
2. The right to seek a medical or religious exemption from immunization requirements, consistent with the requirements of N.C.G.S. §§ G.S. 130A-156 and 130A-157.
3. The right to review statewide standardized assessment results as part of the State report card.
4. The right to request an evaluation of their child for an academically or intellectually gifted program, or for identification as a child with a disability, as provided in Article 9 of Chapter 115C of the North Carolina General Statues.
5. The right to inspect and purchase public school unit textbooks and other supplementary instructional materials, as provided in Part 3 of Article 8 of 21 Chapter 115C of the North Carolina General Statutes.
6. The right to access information relating to the Board’s policies for promotion or retention, including high school graduation requirements.
7. The right to receive student report cards on a regular basis that clearly depict and grade the student’s academic performance in each class or course, the student’s conduct, and the student’s attendance.
8. The right to access information relating to the State public education system, State standards, report card requirements, attendance requirements, and textbook requirements.
9. The right to participate in parent-teacher organizations. This information will be provided directly from the parent-teacher organization.
10. The right to opt into certain data collection for their child.
11. The right for students to participate in protected student information surveys only with parental consent.
12. The right to review all available records of materials their child has borrowed from the school library.

	In North Carolina, all schools use the same Standard Course of Study, determined by the State Board of Education. These standards are the knowledge and skills students should understand by the end of each grade/course. 
 
The standards can be found on the NCDPI Office of Academic Standards website.  There are standards for:

Local traditional districts, schools and teachers determine how to teach these standards, including curriculum, supplementary materials, books, etc.
Wayne Preparatory Academy offers Business and Agriculture courses in the area of Career and Technical Education (CTE). These courses allow students to explore careers and earn credentials. Teachers share information with families through mediums that include learning management systems, syllabi, BrightArrow messaged, parents conferences, family learning nights, and newsletters.


	How will a parent learning about their child’s progress toward achieving State and school expectations for academic proficiency?
	Wayne Preparatory Academy shares progress of students through a variety of ways, including progress reports, quarterly report cards, benchmark data, assignment/test feedback, and PowerSchool access.
  
State Assessments
Individual Student Reports for end-of-grade/course tests and other state assessments (English language proficiency assessment) are accessible in the parent portal of the NC-SIS (PowerSchool).
 
In NC, all students take end-of-grade assessments for reading and math in grades 3-8.  Students take end-of-grade science assessments in grades 5 and 8. In high school, students take end-of-course assessments in English II, Biology, NC Math 1, and NC Math 3.
 
Students in Grade 10 take the Pre-ACT.  Students in grade 11 take the ACT.  Students who are CTE Concentrators in Grade 12 take ACT WorkKeys. Those results are shared by ACT.
  
North Carolina’s Department of Public Instruction (NCDPI) selected mCLASS DIBELS® 8th Edition as the state’s K-3 Literacy Assessment. mCLASS is an integrated literacy system based on the Science of Reading. mCLASS has been revised and upgraded from the assessment NC districts have used in the past, based on the latest research and the Science of Reading. It is a valid and reliable assessment, supporting universal literacy screening, screening for risk of dyslexia, and progress monitoring.

Charter Schools
Charter schools are public schools of choice that are authorized by the State Board of Education and operated by independent non-profit boards of directors. State and local tax dollars are the primary funding sources for charter schools, which have open enrollment and cannot discriminate in admissions, associate with any religion or religious group, or charge-tuition. Charter schools operate with freedom from many of the regulations that govern district schools, but charter schools are held accountable through the State assessment and accountability system.
